If a small flock has been wiped out in
days or weeks, there is a possibility of

influenza infection.

* Properly dispose of dead birds.
o Bury according to Idaho rules.

o Double-bag and send to refuse
facility.

* Clean up litter and fecal matter.

* Consider a quarantine of 120 days
before getting new birds.
